First Newport Parish Council Meeting 1894

The first parish meeting for this Parish of Newport in the County of Pembroke was held at the Board School Room on Tuesday the fourth day of December One thousand eight hundred and ninety four at six O clock in the evening.

The business transacted at the meeting was as follows.

(a) The election of a Chairman for the meeting.

(b) The Election of Parish Councillors

Mr. Thomas Jenkins the Assistant Overseer, having on behalf of the Overseers read the Notice convening the meeting and requested that a Chairman be elected, it was proposed by Mr. William Rees, Spring Hill, and seconded by Mr William Davies Commercial Hotel that the Revd. John Griffith Morris be elected Chairman and he was so elected.
The Chairman having asked that nomination papers be handed to him. Twenty nine nomination papers were accordingly handed in all of which were found valid.

The Chairman having stated that questions might be put to several Candidates, five of them withdrew their Candidatures.

The nomination papers of the twenty four remaining candidates having been read over, their names were afterwards separately put to the meeting, and votes were taken by show of hands in favour only of each candidate with the following result:-

Namely Llewellyn Gilbert, William Evans, David Evans, David Owen James, Josiah Richard Jones, Thomas George Morris, Morris Lewis, Thomas Thomas, David Jones, Thomas Lewis (Dolranog Isaf), Thomas Lewis (Gelly), Llewellyn Vaughan, James Thomas.
Wherupon Mr. P.M.G. Williams Surgeon demanded that a poll be taken as to which of the persons whose names had been put to the meeting by the Chairman shall be elected.

The demand for a poll not having been withdrawn the meeting was closed.
